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New Testament Letters Biblical Commands

Eight Things Declared to be The Will of God

1. It is God's Will that every person should change their minds about their sin and Jesus
Christ as God's provision to be saved (2 Pet 3:9; 1 Jn 3:23; Jn 6:40).
2 Pet 3:9 The Lord is not slack concerning his promise, as  some men count slackness; but is
longsuffering to us-ward, not  willing that any should perish, but that all should come to
repentance.
Jn 6:40 And this is the will of him that sent me, that every one which seeth the Son, and
believeth on him, may have  everlasting life: and I will raise him up at the last day.

2.  It is the will of God for every believer to progress in their being set apart from sin and
evil and unto the Lord: sanctification (1Thess 4:3).
1  Thes 4:3 For this is the will of God, even  your  sanctification, that ye should abstain from
fornication:

3.  It is God's Will for every believer to be doing the known Will of God as servants carrying
out the will of their master.  Eph 6:6; 1 Jn 4:24
Eph 6:6 Not with eyeservice, as menpleasers; but as the servants of Christ, doing the will of
God from the heart;
1 Jn 3:24 And he that keepeth his commandments dwelleth in  him, and he in him. And
hereby we know that he abideth in us, by  the Spirit which he hath given us.

4.  It is God's Will that we approach each circumstance in our lives with thankfulness and
thanksgiving.  1 Thess 5:18.
1 Thes 5:18 In every thing give thanks: for this is the will  of God in Christ Jesus concerning
you.

5.  It is God's Will that we come under testing, trials, even suffering as a part of growing
spiritually to be conformed to the image of Jesus Christ.  1 Pet 3:17
1  Pet 3:17 For it is better, if the will of God be so, that  ye suffer for well doing, than for evil
doing.

6.  It is God's Will that we be productive as believers producing good works. 1 Pet 2:15.
1  Pet 2:15 For so is the will of God, that with well  doing  ye may put to silence the ignorance
of foolish men:

7.  It is God's Will that we trust in Him to guide us and direct our paths.  Prov 3:5-6.
Prov  3:5-6 Trust in the LORD with all thine heart; and  lean  not unto thine own
understanding. 6 In all thy ways acknowledge him, and he  shall  direct thy paths.

8.  It is God's Will that we follow the leading of the Holy Spirit and pray according to His
Will.  Rom 8:27
Romans 8:27 And he that searcheth the hearts knoweth what is the mind  of  the  Spirit,
because he maketh  intercession  for  the saints according to the will of God.
